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BY-LAWS OF THE 

ELMBROOK YOUTH HOCKEY ASSOCIATION, INC.

Article I

The name of the Corporation shall be Elmbrook Youth Hockey Association, Inc.

Article II – Purpose

The purpose or purposes for which the Corporation (Association) is organized and operated shall be exclusively to foster the sport of amateur ice hockey by virtue of being organized as a qualified amateur sports organization as described in Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or the corresponding provisions of any subsequent Internal Revenue Code and more specifically:

1. The Association shall be organized and operated primarily to conduct local and regional competition in the sport of amateur ice hockey and to support and develop amateur athletes for national or international competition in the sport of amateur ice hockey.

2. To instruct, educate, and train minor children, young adults, and other interested parties in the sport of amateur ice hockey and to improve or develop their capabilities in said sport by conducting clinics, workshops, lessons, and seminars.

3. To develop and supervise amateur hockey for the residents of the Elmbrook, Menomonee Falls, Sussex-Hamilton and Wauwatosa School Districts including the sponsorship and establishment and conducting of amateur ice hockey tournaments; selecting representative teams for ice hockey tournaments, and to organize amateur ice hockey teams into a league or leagues.

4. To associate with other amateur ice hockey associations on a state, regional, national, and international level for the purpose of amateur ice hockey league and association competition.

5. To develop and encourage sportsmanship between and amongst those minor children and young adults who become associated with or involved with the Association for the betterment of their physical and social well being.

Article III – Prohibitions

The Elmbrook Youth Hockey Association shall prohibit the following.

1. No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons, except that the corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article II hereof.

2. No substantial part of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of progaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the corporation shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office.  Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, this corporation shall not, except to an insubstantial degree, engage in any activities or exercise any powers that are not in furtherance of the purposes of this corporation.

Article IV – Offices

The registered and principal office of the Association shall be at the Ponds of Brookfield, 2810 N. Calhoun Road, Brookfield, Wisconsin, 53005.

Article V – Members

Section 1 – Classes of Membership

The Association shall have one class of members.  Membership in the Association will be open to any person, or persons, living within the Elmbrook, Menomonee Falls, Sussex-Hamilton and Wauwatosa School Districts and those persons interested in the purposes of the Association and especially in the promotion, advancement, assistance and sponsoring of the sport of amateur ice hockey.

Section 2 – Voting Rights

Each individual member of the Association shall have full voting privileges at any annual meeting of the members. Voting shall be done by official ballot and submitted by due date prior to the annual meeting.  

Section 3 – Transfer of Membership

Membership in this Association is not transferable or assignable.

Article VI – Meetings of Members

Section 1 – Annual Meeting

An annual meeting of the members shall be held on the 2nd  Thursday of April at 7:00 PM, at the Brookfield Parks and Recreation Building, or at such times and place, not more than 30 days prior thereto or 30 days thereafter, as may be determined by the board of directors and designated in the notice calling the same; at which meeting the newly elected officers will be announced, and shall transact such other business as may properly be brought before the meeting. The annual meeting shall take the place of the Regular Meeting scheduled for April.  Six (6) board members shall constitute a quorum.

Section 2 – Special Meetings

The President, the Board of Directors, or no less than one-quarter of the members having voting rights may call special meeting of the members. Six (6) members shall constitute a quorum.

Section 3 – Notice of Meetings

In the event that the Annual Meeting is not held the 2nd Thursday of April at the Brookfield Parks and Recreation Building, written notice stating the place, day and hour of the Annual Meeting shall be posted at the Ponds of Brookfield no less than fourteen (14) days prior to said meeting.  Meeting shall also be announced in any publication of the Association which is published fourteen (14) days prior to said meeting.  Notice of special meetings may be made not less than seven (7) days before such meeting and the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called shall be stated in the notice posted at the Ponds of Brookfield.

Article VII – Board of Directors

Section 1 – General Powers

The affairs of the Association shall be managed by its Board of Directors. Directors shall be residents of the State of Wisconsin and members of the Association.

Section 2 – Number, Tenure and Qualifications

The number of elected Directors of the Association shall be ten (10) or eleven (11), depending on consecutive terms of the President; once a President has left the post and served one (1) year as Past President, their term as a Director shall be terminated. Directors, other than President and Level Directors, shall serve a two (2) year term, may serve a consecutive two year term, and cannot be re-elected to the Board for a period of one year after said second consecutive term has expired.  The President is elected to a one year term as President and another term as Past President.  The President may run for no more than three (3) consecutive terms as President, for a maximum total of four (4) consecutive years as a Director.  Level Directors are elected for one (1) year terms.  Terms of duty on the Board will be staggered so that two (2) of the four (4) directors serving two year terms will be elected every year, thereby giving continuity to the Association. All Directors of the Association are expected to also serve in an officer role as defined in these by-laws. No more than two Directors of the Association may be active as Head Coaches at any level.    

Section 3 – Regular Meetings

The Board of Directors shall meet at 7:00 PM on the 2nd Thursday of each month or may be held without notice at such time and place as shall, from time to time, be determined by the Board. Six (6) directors will constitute a quorum.

Section 4 – Special Meetings

Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by, or at the request of, the President, or any six (6) directors. Six (6) directors will constitute a quorum. Notice of any special meeting of the Board of Directors shall be given not less than five (5) days before such meeting.

Section 5 – Vacancies

Should it become necessary to replace a Director whose term has not expired, a new director shall be elected at the next scheduled meeting to serve their remaining part of the original  term. 

Article VIII – Officers

Section 1 – Officers

The Officers of the Association shall be as follows: President, Vice-President On-Ice, Vice-President Off-Ice, Secretary, Treasurer, Bantam Director, Pee Wee Director, Squirt Director, Mite Director, Mini-Mite Director, and Past-President. The officers are all Directors of the Association.

Section 2 – Election and Term of Office

The Officers of the Association shall be elected annually by the Board of Directors. The Board may appoint additional officers and agents, as it shall deem necessary, who shall hold their offices for such terms and shall exercise such powers and perform such duties as shall be determined from time to time by the Board. Any Officers elected or appointed by the Board of Directors may be removed at any time by the affirmative vote of a two-thirds majority of the whole Board of Directors.

Section 3 – Vacancies

A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, disqualification, or otherwise, may be filled by an affirmative vote of a major of the whole Board of Directors for the unexpired portion of the term.

Section 4 – President

The President shall be the principal Executive Officer of the Board and shall in general supervise and control all business and affairs of the Board. The President shall preside at all meetings of the members and of the Board of Directors. The President may sign, with the Secretary and any other proper Officer of the Association authorized by the Board of Directors, any deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other instruments which the Board of Directors has authorized to be executed. In general, the President shall perform all duties incident to the Office of President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time. 

Section 5 – Vice President On-Ice (2-year commitment, odd years)

The Vice President On-Ice shall have responsibility for the Coaches and their accredidation program, player development and skills programs, and work with all teams related to On Ice Issues (playing the sport of hockey). In addition, the Vice-President shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned by the President or by the Board of Directors.

In the absence of the President or in the event of the President’s inability or refusal to act, the Vice-President On-Ice shall perform the duties of the President and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all restrictions upon the President and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all restrictions upon the President. 

Section 6 – Vice President Off-Ice (2-year commitment, even years)

The Vice President Off-Ice shall have responsibility for the fundraising, coordination with the Association Registrar, Manager Coordinator and other parties performing functions for the association that are Off Ice Issues (related to, but not playing the sport of hockey). In addition, the Vice-President shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned by the President or by the Board of Directors.

In the absence of the President and VP On-Ice or in the event of the President’s and VP On-Ice’s inability or refusal to act, the Vice-President Off-Ice shall perform the duties of the President and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all restrictions upon the President and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all restrictions upon the President. 

Section 7 – Secretary (2-year commitment, odd years)

The Secretary of the Association shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the members and of the Board of Directors; sees that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these By-laws or as required by law; be custodian of the Corporate records; keep a register of the post office addresses of each member which shall be furnished to the secretary by such members; and in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to the Secretary by the President or by the Board of Directors. 

Section 8 – Treasurer (2-year commitment, even years)

The Treasurer shall have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the Association; receive and give receipts for monies due and payable to the Association from any source whatsoever and deposit all such monies in the name of the Association in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as shall be selected in accordance with the provisions of the By-laws; and in general perform all the duties incident to the office of the Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to the Treasurer by the President or by the Board of Directors.

Section 9 Level Directors (Bantam, Pee Wee, Squirt, Mite, Mini-Mite) 

Level Directors shall be the advocate for their level to the Board of Directors and the liaison between the board and members at their level; shall coordinate with all teams at their level, and settle disputes as required between members and coaches, as necessary; and in general perform all the duties incident to the office of the Level Director and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to the Level Director by the President or by the Board of Directors.

Article X – Nominating Committee

The President of the Association shall authorize the Secretary to request names of candidates for officers from the membership.  This request will in writing to the members, at least 45 days before the Annual Meeting, with an expected due date of thirty (30) prior to the annual meeting.  Members nominated shall be asked of willingness to serve as an officer and run for election, with the Past President (or Secretary in the absence of a Past President) contacting nominated members.  All willing members running for election shall be placed on a ballot to be distributed to the members per Article V, Section 2 of the By-Laws.

Article XI – Advisors to the Board

Article XII – Contracts, Checks, Deposits and Funds

Section 1 – Contracts

The Board of Directors may authorize any Officer or Officers, Agent or Agents of the Association, in addition to the Officers so authorized by these By-laws, to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the Association and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.

Section 2 – Checks, Drafts, Etc.

All checks, drafts or orders for the payment of money, notes or other such evidences of indebtedness issued in the name of the Association, shall be signed by such Officer or Officers, Agent or Agents of the Association and in such manner as shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Board of Directors. In the absence of such determination by the Board of Directors, such instruments shall be signed by the Treasurer or an Assistant Treasurer, if there be one. 

Section 3 – Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the Association shall be from May 1st to April 30th. 

Article XIII – Inspection of Books

The directors shall determine from time to time whether, and, if allowed, when, and under what conditions and regulations the accounts and books of the Association (except such as may be by statute specifically open to inspection) or any of the them shall be open to the inspection of the shareholders, and the members’ rights in this respect are and shall be restricted and limited accordingly.


Article XIV – Termination

In the event of termination, dissolution or winding-up of this Corporation in any manner or for any reason whatsoever, its remaining assets, if any, shall be, in first instance distributed to the Elmbrook, Menomonee Falls, Sussex-Hamilton and Wauwatosa School Districts in amounts proportional to the numbers of members from each district at the time of dissolution for the development of amateur ice hockey.  If such assets cannot be accepted by aforementioned school districts under such condition, said assets described in Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code selected by the Board of Directors of the Association and insuch proportions as the Board of Directors of the Association shall determine and decide which other organization, meeting the requirements of Section 501 (c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code, is to receive said assets.  This decision shall be made within the fiscal year of such termination.  Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed by a Court of Competent Jurisdiction of the county in which the principal office of the corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such, or extremely similar, purposes.

Article XV – Amendments

These by-laws may be altered or amended by the affirmative vote of a majority of members at any regular annual meeting of the members if the notice of the proposed alteration or amendment were contained in the notice of meeting.
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
