Rob Perry spoke to the board regarding the Ponds’ rink rules for the 2009-10 season.

He asked that the EYHA membership help enforce the rules.

Early Ice Time:  The Ponds will be opened 30 minutes prior to the earliest scheduled ice time, (45 minutes is requested in advance by the coach primarily for times slotted for games). 

Rob Perry is to be the only Ponds employee to be contacted regarding rink issues.  His number will be distributed to the board and coaches prior to the season starting.

There is to be NO stick or ball/puck play off the ice sheet.  This creates a liability issue.  It was again asked that board members and coaches help enforce this.

Ice Resurfacing:   Ice resurfacing can be completed in ten minutes.  Please have all pucks removed from the ice (the ice resurfacer does not like them) and please help with the nets.  Coaches may remain on the ice.  Youth skaters should be off the ice with all doors closed.  

All schedules will be based on the rink clocks.  Rink time is rink time.

Badger State Games will be held in Milwaukee this year at area rinks and the Bradley Center.  Registration forms were sent to the organization.  Entry fee is $850.00 per team, with a discount for registering teams at each level.

The pre-season on ice coaching roster and Try Out / On Ice and Evaluator roster was presented to the board.

Off Ice Training to supplement any loss of ice time was presented to the board.

DC Hybrid provided a proposal to Jeff and Brian that we are not able to budget for.

Willis Griffin of Be-Fitness in Delafield has presented a proposal for their program that would include use of a Blade Skating Treadmill a quarter sheet of synthetic ice and other equipment at their facility.
The partnership would allow each team to use the facilities twice a month. This program   would be paid for from the Eagle Fund..
In addition to off ice training, skill development in the areas of skating and stickhandling will be included in the practice schedule.  This would involve professional instructors running clinics for both skaters and coaches.

The aim is to offer something at EYHA that is not available in other organizations and to improve the overall fitness and skill of our players.

The importance of developing our coaches was also discussed.  The introducing of training sessions for the coaches, with the expectation that the coaches use the tools and training in their practices, was suggested.
Treasurer:

August and September Ice Bill has been paid.

The introduction of a Bantam tryout fee was discussed
VP Off Ice:

The Equipment Swap/Sale will be held in the Z room the Saturday and Sunday of the preseason ice clinic.
There is not enough time to organize and promote an open house for that weekend.

Promoting skating/hockey to the Preschools and Kindergartens in the area would be preferable.  The goal would be to feed the learn to skate programs.   We could offer free skating and rentals and an opportunity to try out the hockey equipment.
Our order of rental equipment with bags has arrived.  The sizes were switched with more large sizes arriving than smalls.

So far only 6-7 inquiries have been made regarding renting equipment.

The tournament landscape was discussed and it was agreed that there are too many tournaments and participation may be low due to the economy.  Soliciting teams from the Chicago area was suggested, due to the higher entry fees for their local tournaments.

Jim Peterson is finalizing the ice time and schedules.

The Region 5 meeting is next week and the goal is to schedule as many local games as possible.
