Pre Season Ice and tryout ice allotment from Ponds is set, except for the last Friday session.

Evaluators are still needed and will be contacted by Brian.

Frank Wilfing is working on inventory of equipment and will provide to Brian.

Jeff and Brian will review list of prospective coaches and forward list to Kelly Hicks to verify registration with USA Hockey.  Coaches also must fill out liability waiver and code of conduct.
Jeff and Brian met and are interested in including dry land training in addition to on ice practice.  This has also been discussed with Jeff Hawthorne.

They have been in contact with Willis Griffin of the Be Fitness and Wellness Center in Delafield, who would like to contract his training facility.  His program is similar to DC Hybrid in the use of treadmills to teach skating fundamentals.  
We feel this could provide professional instruction to the skaters and coaches that would set Elmbrook apart from SHAW, Arrowhead and Waukesha.

Since we are currently down 160 hours of ice that we lost from Pettit this could provide training that would replace that ice time.  This would be included in ice fees.

We could possibly have one group or the other provide instruction during the pre-season ice sessions to gauge the programs.

Ice at the Ponds.

Kettle Moraine and Brookfield High School teams have pushed back start times on some days to 6:00.  Current ration of 5:00 and 6:00 starts is 2/1.  The latest start for practices is 6:40 on Friday.  Some Bantam practices may end as late as 10:10.
We are up 30 hours of ice at the Ponds over last year.  

611 hours of ice are currently scheduled.

Ice at the Pettit is still up in the air.

The only ice available at the Kern Center is 9:00 or later.

We will try to contact the Wild to see if additional ice or trades are available.

VP Off-Ice:

The Marketing and Recruitment meeting was held.

It was proposed that an open house be scheduled for the September 12th after the Matt Shapiro Preseason Ice Session.  Flyer would need to be distributed to area schools the first week of classes.  Free skating would be available as well as demonstrations.

We need to reach the 4K, 5K and 1st Grade to build Mini Mite numbers and a base for the organization.
Having a representative from EYHA attend informational meeting for the community park and rec. registrations was suggested.  An alternative would be to advertise in local newspapers and offer free skating at the ponds with a presentation on how to get involved in hockey.

Also suggested was attending the Learn To Skate classes at the Ponds during the 2nd or 3rd weeks with informational packets directed at the skaters with an interest in playing hockey.  There would be follow up at the end of the session to collect contact info.  Rob Perry will be contacted for a schedule of classes. 

Photo night:  Pam Fosdick will contact VIP for rates and availability.  They were the photographer from two years ago and seem to be preferred over last years.

Wreath Sales:
We are currently looking for a new supplier.  We need to beat Boy Scouts to the doors to increase sales.
