Ponds of Brookfield, Pettit National Ice Center, Eble, Naga-Waukee, and Mullet Ice Center.

WHAT ABOUT EQUIPMENT? 

EYHA has an equipment rental program for 1st year players. Only $25 will outfit your young player for the entire season (with the exception of skates and a stick). This allows kids to try hockey for a year and save mom and dad some $$$$$$.

WHAT’S THE COMMITMENT? 

Relax; it’s not what you may think. First year players generally practice 1 day a week with 1 game on weekends.  All games are in the local metro area so no overnight trips, no hotels.
DO YOU NEED TO BE INVOLVED WITH THE TEAM? 

Yes.  Just like other youth sport programs, EYHA relies on parent volunteers to make things run.
