MiniMite and Mite team rosters are set with ice time allotment and fees set.
Due to some potential roster changes, the Squirt / Peewee / Bantam ice fees will be finalized by the week of October 12th.
Ice fees will be communicated to parents by the end of October.

Bantams:  Three players may try out for high school which would increase ice fees for the remaining players. 
The new equipment packages have been received and are available to interested parents.  The package which includes helmet, shoulder pads, elbow pads shin guards, breezers and a bag, can be rented for the season.  A check for $75.00 is required at the time of pick up.  $50.00 will be refunded when the equipment is returned at the end of the season.  Jeff Oleson is creating the rental agreement.

Mileage for non parent coaches is covered by EYHA as stated in the bylaws.  This is not included in ice fees billed. For the 2009-10 season there are three non parent coaches on the rosters.
