Tim Fox called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.  
1) Recap of Summer Ice
· Summer ice time provided a good introduction to EYHA for Mini Mites and new Mini Mite coaches.

· September ice needed to have more scrimmage time at the Mite level since this was how it was advertised.

· We need to consider assigning practice jerseys for this pre-season ice
2) Improvements to the September 25th referee training
· It would have been more beneficial to the kids to have refs explain the penalties that they were calling and to actually put the kids in the penalty box

· We hope to schedule another referee training session; Tim Fox will look into it.
3) As reported by Diana Sherman, all teams have managers and coaches
· Coaches need to be sure they have filled out WAHA Waivers and Consent to Treat forms

· Registrar Kelly Hicks needs all coaches’ dates of birth.
4) Pettit National Ice Center oval use
· EYHA will be the first to use the oval as practice ice, and will need to work out how to best utilize the oval ice

· Tim Fox has a file of feedback and practice notes from all who’ve used the oval; this information is available to all coaches at their request.
5) Ice Scheduling
· Accurate posting needs to be our number one priority; there were difficulties with Goaline’s initial uploading of our data.  There are still several inaccuracies and Jim Peterson will be going through the schedules that are posted and will fix any problems.

· Any changes in schedules from here on out will need to be made by individual team managers.

· Diana Sherman reported that managers need passwords to the website.

· If ice is to be sold or traded it should first be done within our association and then sold/traded to associations outside EYHA.

· Managers must let Jim Peterson and Anne Fee know when ice is sold.
6) Goalie Skill Sessions

· A total of 17 sessions have been scheduled for EYHA goalies.  Six of those sessions are with Mike Lane.  All goalie sessions should be listed on the master schedule and on each team’s website schedule.

· One coach from each team should be in attendance at goalie sessions so they can pick up pointers on training their own goalies.

7) Off Ice

· Badger Hockey Night:  approximately 17 tickets remain for sale.  Tickets will be distributed on Monday at the Ponds.

· Wreath Sales:  Forms have been available at the Ponds for the last two weeks.  Orders are due to managers November 3.  Team orders are due to Jo and Kirn Hermberg by November 6.

· Discussion about possibility of EYHA fundraising to purchase an Automatic Electronic Defibrillator unit for the Ponds.  Jim Ninomiya will look into options for the purchase of such unit.  Jim will also look into Red Cross First Aid and CPR training for coaches.

· EYHA has a storage unit.  Golf/Dinner Outing and tournament materials need to be moved to this storage.

8) Ice Fees

· Factors involved in determining this year’s ice fees:  more practice ice, more game ice, fewer non-mini mite skaters

· EYHA needs to set goals regarding increasing funds generated by the Golf/Dinner Outing, tournaments and corporate sponsorships in order to help off-set ice fees in the future.
